• Step 5: Partners will create a Works Cited page in MLA Format 
• Step 6: Partners will rehearse speech daily starting on Wednesday, March 18, 2020.

PRESENTATION PHASE - There will be NO aids during the presentation for this speech. 

• STEP 1: Partners will create and TYPE an outline and Works Cited page in MLA Format.   
o An example has been posted on website. 

• STEP 2: Partners will print outline and Works Cited page in MLA Format.   
o Partners who submit all required material (Works Cited & Outline) can submit a printed 

visual representation of their speech for extra credit, minimum 8.5 x 11 letter size paper. 
• STEP 3: Partners will rehearse their speech in class starting Wednesday, March 18, 2020. 
• STEP 4: Partners will have to present for four minutes minimum on Friday March 20, 2020.  There 

will be a score reduction for presentations that does not meet the minimum time requirement.
